Regional Vice President 

Each Regional Vice-President (RVP) serves as a representative to NEHA for the affiliate members and 
nonaffiliated members within their region for a period of three years. RVPs represent the NEHA 
members in a designated geographical area.  

NEHA RVPs are encouraged to maintain a close relationship with the NEHA affiliates in their 
geographical area, to serve as a liaison between the affiliates in their geographical area and NEHA, 
and, when possible, to attend affiliate functions in order to promote NEHA and maintain contact with 
NEHA members within the affiliates. However, NEHA RVPs do not represent affiliates, but rather the 
NEHA members within their geographical areas.
